1. Background

The IDBZ has partnered the Zvishavane Town Council to develop 26.2 hectares of virgin land that will yield 165 low density housing stands averaging 1,500m2. In addition to the aforementioned, additional bulk infrastructure including but not limited to water reservoirs, pump stations and distribution roads will be constructed to support the on-site municipal services.  The proposed housing development seeks to reduce the low-density housing waiting list for Zvishavane which currently is over 3,500. The major outcomes of the project would be increased availability of housing units, improved water supply systems and connectivity through new road & energy infrastructure.
2. Objectives

The primary objective of this consultancy assignment is to: 

i. Design & Supervise all roads and stormwater drainage, 2.5ML water reservoir and water reticulation infrastructure; 

ii. Produce drawings & technical specifications including Tender Documentation; Contract Administration; and, 

iii. Environmental and Social Impact Assessment (ESIA), including gender impact assessment studies

3. Project Scope
In summary, the work details involve the following:

i. To create engineering designs through the exercise of knowledge, innovation, judgement and professional responsibility;
ii. To formulate engineering designs in response to project briefs, as well as to obtain endorsement of overall objectives and design concept by the Bank, relevant statutory bodies and other interested stakeholders and/or parties;
iii. To coordinate the work of other specialist consultants to develop engineering (civil, structural, electrical and mechanical) detailed designs which are consistent with the design concepts;
iv. To examine the site and assess site conditions by carrying out the necessary geotechnical investigations to formulate the designs;
v. Undertake detailed Environmental and Social Impact Assessment (ESIA), including gender analysis;
vi. Prepare the construction contract on behalf of the client; and,
vii. To supervise the construction of the works as per design and administer the Client’s construction contract(s).
The IDBZ now invites eligible Zimbabwean and Foreign Consultants to indicate their interest by way of an Expression of Interest (EOI) in accordance with requirements stated herein in providing the services as specified in this document. Interested Consultants Firms should provide information demonstrating that they have the required experience, competences, skills, and qualifications relevant for performance of the services whether as individual firms, joint ventures or as consortia. The Consultant shall submit Company profiles, Company registration documents, Curriculum Vitae of key personnel and professional staff, brochures, description of similar assignments previously undertaken, experience under similar environment or conditions. The Consulting Firm must demonstrate that they have fully established business offices. Prospective Consulting Firms may constitute joint-ventures where necessary to enhance their capacity to undertake the assignment.

A. The minimum criteria for short-listing of the Firm shall entail:

i. The Consulting Firm must be a duly incorporated entity and registered with the Procurement Regulatory Authority of Zimbabwe (PRAZ). Expressions of Interest without proof of Registration with PRAZ shall be rejected.
ii. Professional registration status of key personnel such as with ECZ, Architects Council or ZIQS. Firms must include copies of their current practicing certificates. 
iii. Minimum of five (5) years of experience for the Lead Firm. 
The following documents should be submitted: 

· duly signed letter of Expression of Interest, which must be in the format of the template in Appendix A below.

· detailed company profile 
· company registration documents which must include CR14 Forms and Certificate of Incorporation, ;

· summary of curriculum vitaes of key personnel and professional staff. Educational certificates of key personnel must be certified. The curriculum vitaes must be duly signed by (i) the key personnel and (ii) the Firm’s representative to be valid;

· proof of annual registration with PRAZ for 2019;

· proof of payment of administration fees payable by Bidders for this Expressions of Interest;  

B.
Key personnel of the Consultant Firm should have the following minimum qualifications and experience:

i. A Bachelor’s degree in relevant discipline. 

ii. Track record and demonstrable experience in conducting similar assignments 

iii. The minimum years of experience for key personnel shall be ten (10) years in the relevant field.
iv. Contact details, in particular email and telephone. 
A Consulting Firm will be selected in accordance with the procedures specified in Part VIII of the Public Procurement and Disposal of Public Assets Act [Chapter22:23] (“the Act”) and Part VI of the Public Procurement and Disposal of Public Assets (General) Regulations, 2018 (Statutory Instrument 5 of 2018) (“the Regulations”). This opportunity is open to all Consultants who meet the criteria for eligibility as stated in Section 28 of the Act and who have the nationality of an eligible country as defined in Clause 1.10 of the General Conditions of Contract for Consultancy Services. Short-listed Consultants will be invited to submit detailed technical and financial proposals, as described in Part 1 of the Request for Proposals Procedures in the Standard Request for Proposals for the Selection of Consultancy Services. The Consultant submitting the successful proposal will be engaged on the contractual terms set out in that document and in the General Conditions of Contract for Consultancy Services. Copies of the Act and Regulations and the standard documentation are available on the website of the Procurement Regulatory Authority of Zimbabwe; URL http://www.praz.gov.zw/index.php?lang=en. Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications.

Prospective Consultants are required to pay an administration fee to the Procurement Regulatory Authority of Zimbabwe for this tender in line with Section 54 of the Act as set out in Part IV of the Fifth Schedule to the Public Procurement and Disposal of Public Assets Regulations (SI 5 of 2018). The administration fees are payable in Zimbabwe Dollars for the amount equivalent to US$100. The Consultants may contact PRAZ directly for confirmation of the fees payable in Zimbabwe Dollars. The PRAZ contact details are downloadable at the PRAZ website www.praz.gov.zw. 
The method of selection will be the Least Cost Selection Method in line with section 62 of the Public Procurement and Disposal of Public Assets Act [Chapter22:23].
The IDBZ will reject an Expression of Interest if it establishes that the Consultant has, directly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive or obstructive practices in competing for the Contract or been declared ineligible to be awarded a procurement contract under section 99 of the Act . An expression of interest shall be rejected in this procurement process if a Consultant Firm engages in anti-competitive practices including bidding in more than one expression of interest as a joint venture or consortium partner
A Consultant may submit only one Expression of Interest. The Expression of Interest must be submitted in a clearly marked envelope and deposited in the tender box at the address below on or before 31 October 2019 by 10:00hrs local time and clearly labelled “EOI Ref 19 of 2019: Design and Construction Supervision of Mtonjeni Housing Scheme.”  Late expressions of interest will be rejected. Electronic submissions to the procurement e-mail below shall also be accepted and shall clearly be referenced as indicated above.
